RESOLUTION FOR CAMPING ACTIVITIES CONDUCTED IN VISITOR PLACES OF THE GALAPAGOS NATIONAL PARK
Art. 4.- The DPNG in the visiting sites authorized for the camp activity, will establish an area for the location of tents, which will be properly marked. In the area assigned to the location of the tents, permanent infrastructure cannot be built. Thus, the temporal infrastructure must not affect the surrounding area and interfere in ecological processes.
Art. 5.- Of the schedule of installation and removal of tents in the visitor site. - In order to avoid congestion between visitors of the daily tourist operation and the campers in the visitor sites, the Tourist Administration Process of the DPNG will establish the schedule of installation and removal of tents in each of the areas of the authorized sites.
Art. 6.- Procedure for authorization. -To obtain a camping authorization in the authorized visitor sites, applicants must complete and submit the camping application form attached to this resolution, with no less than two (2) days and a maximum of fifteen (15) days prior to the start of the activity. Once the form is submitted, the DPNG will review the availability and issue the authorization immediately.

It will be considered as organized groups to all groups of national and foreign tourists with more than eight (8) people, as detailed in the Management Plan of the Galapagos National Park and therefore should be considered as organized groups. Likewise, they must be accompanied by a PNG naturalist guide. Prior to the authorization issued by the DPNG, the fees must be paid for the corresponding self-management right.

Art. 7.- Of the validity of the authorization: The authorizations will last at least two nights accordingly to DPNG. The authorizations will have a maximum validity of two (2) nights in a row, according to what has been approved by the Director of the Galapagos National Park for carry out camping tourism activities in the sites authorized by the DPNG.

Art. 8.- Of the responsibility of the campers. -  During the development of the activity, the campers will be under the responsibility of the person who requested the authorization and, in addition to the existing rules, they must comply and do comply with the following regulations:
1. Do not interfere with the natural processes of the fauna and flora species present in the visit site and assigned camping areas:

a) Wildlife species must not be touched to avoid changes in behavior. Courtship, reproduction, nesting and breeding sites must be respected, without any interference, allowing only observation at a distance of not less than two (2) meters and photography without flash.
b) Do not extract any element such as rocks, sand, shells, corals or any animal or plant species, terrestrial or marine for consumption or memories. It is forbidden the entry of pets, plants, seeds and living organisms not allowed in visitor sites, since they could cause irreversible impacts on endemic and native flora and fauna.
2. The list of permitted and non-permitted products and foods, detailed in the PNG Field Protocol, will be respected:
a) Allowed foods and products: Canned and processed food, without seeds, meats and sausages ready for preparation. Dried fruits and nuts without shells; dried vegetables and yogurt without seeds. In case of bringing fresh products (vegetables, tubers, fruits, bread), those that do not contain seeds are allowed, these should be peeled, free of leaves and without traces of soil, pests or diseases.
b) Food and products not allowed: The consumption of eggs, brown rice, products with edible seeds such as sesame, sunflower, flax and others are restricted; fresh products (vegetables, tubers, fruits, bread) with seeds, with traces of soil, with leaves and with traces of pests or diseases. Processed products such as marmalades with seeds are also prohibited. It is not allowed to carry corrugated cardboard, packaging boxes or cardboard.

Twenty-four (24) hours before settling in the camp, do not eat passion fruit, naranjilla, grapes, watermelon, blackberry, guava, tomato, pickle, pepper, products with edible seeds, fruits and vegetables with seeds and pulps with seeds.
3. Compsuption of food will be only allowed in camping sites established for those purposes. 
4. Organic and non-organic waste and the products of camping activities, must be collected and returned to the respective ports or populated areas of the islands and collaborate with existing separation and recycling programs 
5. In places where there is not sanitary equipment, the tour operator or group leader must carry the corresponding portable material, taking with him the waste generated.
6. It is forbidden to bring artifacts (e.g. recorders, generators, speakers, etc.) that generate noise, and therefore disturb the natural state of the site.
7. It is not allowed to smoke or fire outside of the tent, since it can cause fires

8. It is forbidden to use wood to make fire. Instead charcoal must be used to light fire
9. Do not consume alcoholic beverages or any psychotropic or narcotic substance.

10. Professional filming requires a special authorization by DPNG
11. It is not allowed to write names or phrases on walls, rocks, trees or others, because they deteriorate the natural landscape of the visitor sites 
Art. 9.- Control. - The DPNG will conduct control operations to ensure visitors comply with norms controls to verify compliance with the detailed rules. Otherwise, not following regulations will lead to permanent suspension of camping activities. Failure to comply with the provisions issued in the authorization, will cause the immediate suspension of the camp activity. In the case of legal entities and organized groups, non-compliance could also lead to the cancellation or denial of authorizations for future tourist activities of any kind, without prejudice to establish the corresponding legal actions
